The Alzheimer’s Art Quilt Initiative (AAQI) is a grassroots effort to raise awareness and fund
research to find a cure for Alzheimer’s disease. All profit is donated to Alzheimer’s research.

The AAQI is accomplishing its goals with two concurrent programs:
The first is a nationwide quilt exhibit called “Alzheimer’s: Forgetting Piece By Piece.” It
contains 52 quilts each interpreting Alzheimer’s in some way. So far, an estimated 140,000 have

already seen these quilts. They will crisscross the country from August 2006 until July 2009.

The second “Priority: Alzheimer’s Quilts” project, so named for the urgent need for research
dollars and the requirement that these quilts must fit into a cardboard USPS priority mailer
without folding. They are small works of art no larger than 9 inches by 12 inches, auctioned
on the first day of each month (see below) or sold outright on the Internet or at selected venues

across the United States.

My mother is one of more than 5 million Americans who suffer from Alzheimer’s disease. |
began the Alzheimer’s Art Quilt Initiative because I think we can make a difference, one quilt at
a time. Since January 2006 the AAQI has raised $74,960.61 for Alzheimer’s research. With your

Martha and Mary in SSQG

Today at church, our priest had a sermon about Santiam Scrapper’s Quilt Guild. | sat there
and | know that my jaw dropped and my eyes bugged. Now | don’t want to preach and I’m not
trying to save any souls, but | need to share this with all of you because it hit so close to home.

The scripture lesson that the sermon was based on revolves around two sisters named Mary and
Martha. Jesus and the disciples come to their house and are invited to share a meal. Martha is
working hard to get dinner ready and on the table. It is hot and dusty, there is no water in the
house and she is frazzled and at her wits end. When she goes to find Mary to get some help
with the chores, she is really mad to find that Mary is sitting on the floor next to Jesus and is
listening to his story and having a relaxing time. You guessed it! Martha is madder than a wet
hen and proceeds to point out to Jesus that she (Martha) is busy tending to jobs that need to be
done while Mary ignores all the work and sits around doing nothing. How dare she let Martha
do all of the work!

SUNFLOWER, | ?

Materials: "‘h'».' |
Fat cighths or large scraps of green and yvellows it .
Dark brown scrap for the center
Off-white or unbleached muslin for background

Cutting:
1) 27 square dark brown
) 3 7/8 squares of vellows, then cut in half diagonally to form
2 triangles{diagram a)
1) 4 %" square of green cut in half diagonally twice to form 4 triangles (diagram
a)
1} 447" square of off-white cut in half diagonally twice to form 4 triangles

3) 2" x3%" of off-white rectangles

Instructions:

Sew a green and an off-white triangle together.(diagram b) Repeat with

the same green color for a total of four.

Sew a yellow triangle to the green unit. (diagram ¢) Repeat for all four units.

Sew an off-white rectangle to the green side. (diagram d) Repeat for all four units.

The block is joined like a log cabin block. Sew a pieced unit to the right side of a

dark brown square, but leave 1™ of the seam open al the top. You will finish this
portion of the seam last. The bottom of the pieces are aligned. (diagram e, stepl)
Sew a pieced unit to the bottom. Work clockwise and add two more piced units.

Now complete the unfinished seam. (step 4 of diagram ¢)
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
