Sheila was co-author on Shirley©s 
third book, "Quilting in the Morning Calm", using 
designs based on a famous 17th Century 
Korean woman©s paintings.  She plans to bring 
these books and quilts, and to assemble a 
group of quilts reflecting several internationally 
inspired design sources. 
 
Sheila©s favorite aspect of quilting is hand-
appliqué.  She has also done demonstrations on 
trapunto and bindings, as well as basic quilting 
classes.  She has both traditional and 
contemporary quilts, and a few friendship quilts 
and blocks made by Dutch quilters and other 
groups that she has been part of over the years.  
A few of the quilts have traveled internationally 
and she recently had a quilt included in the New 
England Quilt Museum©s "Quilted Cuisine" 
exhibit which then went on to the American 
Quilters Society Museum in Paducah.

Rugelach 

(A traditional Jewish cookie) 
 
Yield:  64 
 
Dough 

1/2 lb Butter, softened 
8 oz. Cream Cheese, softened 
2 cups Flour 
1/2 tsp Salt 
 

Filling 
1/2 cup Sugar 
1/2 cup Raisins 
1 Tbl Cinnamon 
1 cup finely chopped Nuts 
2 small Apples (peeled & chopped)\ 
 

Sugar for Topping 
 
Preheat oven to 350 degrees. 
Cream butter and cream cheese together.  Beat in 
flour and salt, little by little.  Knead dough lightly 
until all flour is incorporated.  Refrigerate dough at 
least one (1) hour.  Divide dough in to four (4) 
portions.  Prepare filling by combining all 
ingredients except sugar for topping.  Roll out one 
portion of dough into a circle about 1/16 inch thick.  
Cut pastry into 16 pie-shaped wedges.  If dough is 
sticky, dust it with a little flour.  Spread filling on 
each wedge.  Beginning at wide edge, roll dough 
up toward a point.  Place on ungreased cookie 
sheet.  Sprinkle with a little sugar.  Repeat with rest 
of dough and filling.  Bake for 20-25 minutes, or 
until golden brown. 

 

 
Pumpkin Crunch Dessert 

 
1 Pkg Yellow Cake Mix 
1 Can [15oz] solid Pumpkin 
1 Can [12oz] Evaporated Milk 
3 large Eggs 
1 1/2 cups Sugar 
1 tsp. Cinnamon 
1/2 tsp Salt 
1/2 cup chopped Pecans [ I use whatever nut I 
have at the time] 
1 cup Butter [melted] 
 
Preheat oven to 350.  Grease the bottom of 9 x 13 
inch pan.  Beat pumpkin, evaporated milk, eggs, 
sugar, cinnamon, and salt in a large bowl.  Pour 
into the pan.  Sprinkle dry cake mix evenly over 
pumpkin mixture.  Top with the nuts.  Drizzle the 
melted butter over the nuts.  Bake at 350 degrees 
for 50-55 minutes or until golden brown.  Serve with 
Cool Whip or ice cream.
