SSQG GENERAL MEETING MINUTES - SEPTEMBER 4, 2007

The meeting was called to order at 7:14 pm by Judy Baker, President. She used her gift gavel to bring the meeting to order as
people were busy hanging the “Fabric Challenge” quilts for viewing and voting. Judy's joke for the evening pertained to men and
body parts. She also read a lovely e-mail she had received about sisters—the women in our lives. A touching piece that spoke of
how we all feel about the impact other women have on our lives.

The program for the evening will come later as was to be a chance for all to really peruse the fabric challenge pieces and vote for
the viewers' favorite.

Jean McDaniel brought us up to date on Quilt Country and our guild's contribution, hanging our quilts in the Corvallis library. Tonight
she is collecting and labeling members' quilts and is to, along with her committee, hang them the next day.

Shirley Kerr is arranging a group to go to the Latimer Textile Center in Tillamook Oregon. By planning ahead the group will be able
to have a showing of the articles that are behind the scenes that the general public does not have access to. Please let her know if
you wish to attend this special day. She will be leaving at 8:00 am from the River Center (old WalMart) in Lebanon on October 4th.

This month's 3rd Saturday project will be the Christmas stockings the guild makes and donates as part of the Christmas Basket
Project. Members are encouraged to attend with the usual sewing equipment and any trims they wish to donate. Last year we were
able to also fill the stockings from donations around town, including the dollar store, before delivering them to the Project.

Marlene Roles, our Service Chair shared a request she had received from the Make A Wish Foundation. They have requested a
quilt that could use as a fund raiser. A committee was formed that included Sue Davis, Peggy Christopherson, Marlene Roles, and
Linda Retten, to explore this possibility and decide on a pattern and method of completion.

The next Board meeting will be on September 19th.

Show and Tell began with Shirley Kerr sharing the Friendship Blocks she won from the Block of the Month drawing several months
ago. She had made it into a quilt top with additions of her own and asked that all members who hadn't made a block previously, to
please sign one that she had added. Marie Braught shared an old spider web quilt made from the 1930's fabrics that are now made
as reproduction fabrics.

| have to start off by saying that | admire those
people who appliqué most of their quilts. | can
even spot them from 10 yards by the permanent
squint from trying to thread, knot,. and sew with
that silk thread. It's like sewing with a cobweb.

You have to admire a spider; he deals with that
every day. | hate spiders otherwise. They have to
be really clever to avoid the swatter or bug spray in
my house. I'm always cleaning up splats on my
newly painted walls. But, back to the story - after
seeing some of these gorgeous quilts with the
beautiful appliqué, | say to myself "You can do
that." So, | pick out a pattern, mind you not an
easy pattern (well | thought it was) but one with 81
blocks!! Of course those aren't all appliqué blocks,
there are only 40 of those. | should be able to
knock that out in a couple of weeks. WRONG! For
a beginner. that is almost a project that could last a
lifetime. At this point | am still excited about this, so
| start putting it all together. | thought | would use
the "glue stick" method like Marina showed us. But
first there are 41 pieced blocks to do. | start by
collecting blues, mostly from Sharon's sale (she
wants them back--sorry Sharon, no can do). So |
hand-sew these and get them finished in my usual
quick way. Now | am ready to tackle the appliqué
blocks. | have decided to do the flowers in pinks
and reds (kinda helps hide the blood stains). | get
them all cut out, organized, glued, and ready to
appliqué, which is in itself no easy task. The
problem is | don't have a clue about the proper
appliqué stitch and looking at the pictures doesn't
help a bit. So I try one and it is a disaster. So | put
all of the blocks in Ziploc bags and shelve it for a
while. | need help.

Months later, | decide to go to the Wednesday
group. Maybe | can get a little help there. Marina
shows me how, so | happily go home and work. |
have to start on the second block because |
screwed up the first block by sewing the hidden
stitch that goes in the fold, the kind you use on
binding. Talk about a struggle. You should try

getting the needle and thread through tightly glued
edges. Whoa Nelly!! | did it, but it's the one with
wrinkles and blood spots and pulled edges. That's
when | knew | was wrong. After 40 blocks | am
starting to get that squint. | don't know how long or
how many quilts or projects you have to do to be a
true appliquér. but | think | am getting the hang of it.
You can't believe how many times | sewed the
corners to the front of the block, had knots in the
thread, pulled so hard the thread broke at the
needle, or had it untie at the needle. I'm getting
pretty good at telling 20 inches from a yard. | reel
off two rounds (so | think) from the spool of thread
and usually it's longer than my reach. | have to
keep holding the block up to let the thread and
needle twirl round and round just like | have to do
with my telephone cord. It does help to keep some
of the knots out. I've sewed the skin of my thumb
several times to the block and hope the blood goes
on one of the red flowers. So far so good.! | have
never done a quilt that has taken this long, lost as
much blood over, or sweat as profusely trying to
finish. | must like it because | have purchased two
more appliqué projects BUT these are small wall
hangings. Maybe | can do a better job - | will try. |
may never get as good as some of our members
but I will keep plugging along.

So | took the appliquéd blocks again to the
Wednesday group all puffed up with ego and pride
only to find out | had made the stitches too long.
What | had failed to note in my quest for help was
the length of the stitches. | thought | saw, but alas,
| was WRONG again. Needless to say | am not
going to rip all of those stitches out and start over.
| will keep it and have it quilted. It will be fine. My
reminder of my first time trying a new method. At
least now | know the proper way to do appliqué and
| will keep bothering those women for help.

So that is the ongoing saga of a first time appliquér.
Is this a happy ending? | hope so.

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These tips are from other quilters. | don't know if they work or not, they are just how those quilters like to

do things.

Use an electric personal shaver as an electric
seam ripper. Just gently pull the two pieces of
fabric apart so that you can see the threads and
touch the shaver to the threads. It really comes
apart quickly and easily and what a time saver!

When you need to rip out a seam, use your seam
ripper and cut a stitch about every half inch or so.
Then pull the thread from the other side, and it will
pull out easily without distorting your fabric. You
will have to pick out the small pieces of thread, but
that's easier than trying to rip out a seam that will
distort your block.

If you need to rip out a seam, give it a quick shot of
spray starch and press it first. It's easier to rip out
and helps stabilize the fabric so it doesn't distort or
fray as much.

When using a pattern that says to sew and flip
corners, and trim the excess, stitch a second line
1/2" away from the first (closer to the outside
corner), then cut between the lines of stitching.
This gives a variety of HSTs (half-square triangles)
in various color combinations and sizes that can be
used as filler or to make a miniature quilt. Also use
Gladware lunch containers (3 sections to it) to store
these HSTs and other cut off triangles, extra
squares, pieces cut slightly too small, etc. They
make storage easier because they stack and you
can keep different sizes separate.

Getting small block pieces from the cutting table to
the machine can cause arrangements to be out of
order sometimes. Cut a piece of paneling about
16" square. Use a thin piece of batting and put this
on top of the piece of paneling. Then cover the
batting with 100% cotton about 2" bigger than the
paneling. Then wrap about 1" of fabric all the way
around to the back side and hot glue it down on the
back. Makes a mini design board portable.

If you have trouble threading your sewing machine
needle or any needle for that matter try this: for the
sewing machine, place a small piece of white paper
behind the needle with the left hand and thread
with the right. For sewing needles, use any white
or very light colored background.

It's so frustrating to find your blocks are short in
size. Make each part a bit larger, then square them
to size after pressing. When the directions call for
sewing two 2" strips together, make the strips 2-

" .sew the seam, press, then slice & square up.

Do the same with half square triangle blocks.

Make a bit bigger, then trim.

When taking the rows of quilt squares off the
design wall, pin a sticky note on each row, with the
row number and an arrow for the direction to press
the row. Put the note so it shows at the top, to
know when to finish a row as they are sewn.

When stacking the blocks to sew in rows, pin
together with one pin for the first row, two pins for
the second row, three for the third, and so on.

Use 2 rubber wedge shaped doorstoppers behind
the sewing machine to tilt it forward. Itis so much
easier to sew and see where is being sewn.

Sit directly in front of your line of sewing when
sewing by machine. It will help to make your
seams straight as an arrow. If you sit even a bit to
one side or another, your line of stitching will go
just that little bit with you.

Use a telescoping magnet to pick up pins, scissors,
etc. that fall when you are sewing. You won't have
to get up in the middle of sewing.

The perfect companion beside your sewing
machine is a pair of tweezers. When you just get a
fraction of the thread through the needle, grab it
with the tweezers and pull it through. Also useful
for pulling out the little bits of paper in the seams
when paper-piecing.

A fabric eraser is ideal for removing those annoying
bits of thread left after you have been "un-sewing" -
just run the eraser over the seam and the thread
comes right out.

When sewing, slip an old tricot/nylon nightgown on
over your clothes. Threads won't stick to your
clothing and they will just slide right off. You may
look funny, but it works.
