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Maple Leaf Block 
Finished Size = 9”  
 
As you are aware, it rained this past week (August 17).  After several 
days of 95+ degrees and then two days of 100+ degrees, the rain was 
a welcome relief.  It also reminded me that fall is not very far away and I 
love that short period of time when the leaves on the trees change colors.  But, it does not last very long 
before they are all brown and crinkled and laying on the ground waiting to be raked into the burn pile.  
Wouldn’t it be fun to have your own fall quilt with leaves of all colors?  Build a couple of these blocks and 
maybe  you will be the lucky winner of all the blocks entered in the BOM drawing.  Good Luck! 
 
Background: Warm neutral beige, ecru, sand or light tan.  
   Cut two 3 ½” squares 

Cut two 4” squares, fold once on diagonal and lightly press a crease, or draw a 
line from corner to corner. 

 
Leaf: Pick your favorite fall color(s).  Mine are deep red, orange, dirty green and dirty yellow, rust and 
mahogany. 
   Cut three 3 ½” squares 
   Cut two 4” squares 

Cut one 1” x 6” rectangle (stem)  You can make this the color of your leaf fabric 
or a more woody/darker fabric. 

 
Block Construction: Place 4” squares right sides together with the background fabric on top.  Using 
either the crease or drawn line, sew a scant ¼” seam on each side of your mark.  Open and carefully 
press seam to the darker fabric (4 HST units).  Square up these units to measure 3 ½”. 
 
   On one 3 ½” background square cut the square on one diagonal so that you 
have two triangles.  Place the stem fabric so that it extends at least 1” beyond each corner point.  Sew the 
cut triangles on each side of the stem fabric.  Press carefully towards the stem fabric.  Using the Square 
up to 3 ½”. 
 
 
 
 
Using the block shown above, arrange your squares in the proper order and use a scant ¼ “ seam to 
make 3 rows and press the first and third row seams toward the middle square.  Press the second row 
seams away from the middle square.  Final pressing and the block is completed.
