
SANTIAM SCRAPPERS BOM for August, 2004

(8" x 8" Finished Size) 

 
 

 

Dark Green (DG) 

• 3 1/4" squares – cut 2 
• 2 7/8" squares – cut 4 
• 2 1/2" squares – cut 2 

 

Light Green (LG) 

• 3 1/4" squares – cut 2 
• 2 7/8" squares – cut 1 
• 2 1/2" squares – cut 2 

 

Medium Yellow (MY) 

• 3 1/4" squares – cut 2 
• 2 7/8" squares – cut 3 

 
 
NOTE:  All squares need to be 2 1/2".  Be sure to measure and trim as needed before assembling the 
block.  
 
Half-Square Triangle (HST) Squares 

• Use the 2 7/8" squares. 
• Draw a line diagonally from one corner to the opposite corner on the wrong sides of the MY and 

LG squares. 
• Place the MY and LG squares on the DG squares, right sides together (4 pairs).  Stitch 1/4" on 

each side of the diagonal line.  Cut on the line.  Press seam towards DG to form 2 1/2" HST 
squares.  You should have 8 HST squares (6 - MY/DG,  2 - LG/DG. 

 
Quarter-Square Triangle (QST) Squares  

• Use the 3 1/4" squares. 
• Draw a line diagonally from 2 corners to the opposite 2 corners to form an "X" on the wrong sides 

of the MY and LG squares.  With right sides together, place 1 MY on 1 DG square, 1 LG on 1 DG 
square, and 1 LG on 1 MY square (3 pairs total).  Stitch 1/4" on each side of only 1 of the 
diagonal lines on each pair.  Cut on that diagonal line (the one stitched beside).  Press seam 
towards DG on the MY/DG and LG/DG squares, and towards MY for the LG/MY square.  You 
should have 6 HST squares (2 – MY/DG, 2 – LG/DG, 2 – LG/MY). 

• Using 1 MY/DG, 1 LG/DG, and 2 LG/MY of the HST squares, cut on the remaining diagonal line 
to form triangles.  (The extra 2 HST squares are not used in this block, so do with them what you 
wish.)  You should have 8 triangles:  1 – MY/DG, 1 – DG/MY, 1 – DG/LG, 1 – LG/DG, 2 – MY/LG, 
2 – LG/MY).  See the diagram on the next page to help you differentiate between the various 
triangles. 

• Stitch the triangles together as follows to form 2 1/2" squares: 
�� 1 LG/MY to 1 DG/MY 
�� 1 MY/LG to 1 MY/DG 
�� 1 LG/DG to 1 LG/MY 
�� 1 DG/LG to 1 MY/LG 

 
NOTE:  I pressed all of the remaining seams open to help reduce bulk since there are so many 
intersections. 
 
Assemble the 2 1/2" squares as shown in the block diagram.
