Broken Dishes Variation — 10" Block
Designed by Sue Davis for Santiam Scrappers

Background — Beige or light tan or natural muslin
A = Cut 4 squares 2 %2”
B = Cut 1 square 3 7/8” then cut on
diagonal to make 2 triangles
C = Cut 4 squares 2 7/8” then cut on
diagonal to make 8 triangles

Medium Blue
E = Cut 2 squares 3 7/8” then cut on diagonal to make 4 triangles

Dark Blue
D = Cut 1 square 3 7/8" then cut on diagonal to make 2 triangles
F = Cut 4 squares 2 7/8" then cut on diagonal to make 8 triangles
G = Cut 4 squares 2 ¥2"

Make 8 squares by sewing C to F (square to 2 ¥2")
Make 2 squares by sewing E to B (square to 3 ¥2")
Make 2 squares by sewing E to D (square to 3 ¥2")

How to put it together.
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Notes: All seams are scant %2". You may
choose to use Thangles that finish to 2" and 3”
to make your C/F, D/E and B/E half square
triangles. You may also layer the 2 fabrics

and draw a diagonal line from corner to corner c
and sew 4" on each side of the drawn line

and then cut on the line. Press carefully after

sewing. Square up your block to 10 ¥2” so that
it will finish as a 10” block.
